Yearbook Photo Assignment
Each student is assigned to take photographs.  I will except for everyone to complete NINE “Yearbook Photo Assignments”.  What this means is that throughout the term you need to turn in photos that you have taken of school events and people. Photos will be turned in 20 at a time.  You may use your own camera or borrow a camera from the class. 

Sounds easy, right?  Sorry, but there is more that just taking the shot.  You will also need to complete an information sheet and downloaded into the correct file. 

You have to turn in 20 photos 9 times during the term.  This is an open ended and can be done at any time.  The sooner that you do turn them in, the sooner we can start to incorporate them into the yearbook, and other publications.   

Why all the work for the photos?  Well, if all 48 Publications students are taking 180 photos will generate 8640 photos to keep organized.  We do not want to use one photo over and over, and we want to get as many different people, and activities into the book.  You may use your own camera or borrow a camera from the class.  We will cover how to fill-out the form, download, adjust the image, and save in the first week of class.  
If you turn in more than your 180 photos you will earn extra credit points, up to a point.
